» Whois eligible for funding?

All instructors and staff members at the University of Oldenburg may apply to this funding opportunity. Student
participation is welcome.

» Whatis being funded?

Instructors and staff can apply for funds totaling up to £€3,000 per semester for hiring student assistants and/or for
material resources.

The decision will be made by a committee consisting of representatives from all schools and acting on behalf the Vice
President for Studies and Teaching.
